The CCSS & Classroom, Inc.: Using Statistics  Each of our virtual
workplace simulations is a rich source of activities that are aligned
with CCSS. For example, in The Sports Network, students in the
role of Managing Director are faced w ith the difficult task of
creating an editorial on the high salaries of professional athletes.
To do this, they research salaries over time and the risks involved
in that profession and others. These activities align well w ith the
CCSS for math related to understanding statistics and probability

for students in 7th and 8th grade.
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
